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WHAT CAN PARENTS/CAREGIVERS DO TO HELP? 

 Take an active interest in your child's reading. 
 Be a good role model and read with and to your child. 
 Support your child in setting aside time each day. 
 Provide a dedicated place and routine for reading if possible. 
 Communicate with teachers any concerns about your child's approach and motivation to reading. 
 Alert the school to any domestic circumstances or extra curricular activities which may need to be
